UKCP 5-Year Reaccreditation Overview & Requirements (OLD PAGE TITLE: Requirements for the 5-Year Reaccreditation Process)


Every five years, you will need to take part in a peer-review process to reaccredit with the UKCP. The paperwork for this must be submitted by 30th September when you renew your Metanoia membership. The purpose of this is for Metanoia to ensure its members are following UKCP requirements for clinical practice, supervision, and CPD. 
The membership team at Metanoia will remind members over the summer months via email to submit the 5-year reaccreditation form, which can be downloaded here. All submissions are screened for completeness by the membership team, and any incomplete submissions will be subject to being completed before being reviewed.
Once complete, your submission will be reviewed by a team of academic staff led by the Head of Programme covering your modality. 
You will be informed of the outcome of the review by the membership team.
If there are concerns that you are not adequately meeting the CPD, supervision, or clinical practice requirements, you will be contacted by the membership team to discuss how this can be remedied.
If you do not agree with the way that your form has been assessed, and wish to appeal this decision, please refer to the appeals section of this page.

5-year reaccreditation: what you need to do
Every five years you must reaccredit with the UKCP. To do this, you must meet with a group of peers to discuss your CPD, clinical practice, and supervision over the previous five years. Here’s what’s required and how the process works.
1) Peer review meeting
Arrange a peer review meeting before you submit your paperwork. A short summary of this meeting alongside your peers’ signatures must be recorded on your 5-Year Reaccreditation form. Please use the form to guide the peer review meeting.
Who should be in your peer review group:
· Three peers, ideally including:
· One peer from outside your modality
· Your supervisor or a member of your regular peer supervision group (if peer supervision is undertaken)
· One peer unfamiliar with your work
· The peers must be UKCP registrants or equivalent; for example, BPS Chartered Psychologists, BACP Registered Practitioners, or BPC Registered Registrants.
Format
· The meeting can be held in person or via video/telephone conference
Purpose
· Present your CPD over the last five years, explain what you’ve gained and outline your future learning needs.
· Show how your activities maintain professional standards.
· The group will give constructive feedback and decide whether to endorse your CPD programme. They may also make recommendations for future actions.
 2) Evidence you must provide
Following your peer review meeting, you must submit the 5-year reaccreditation form with supporting evidence to membership@metanoia.ac.uk by 30th September the year your reaccreditation is due.
· Fully completed and signed 5-Year Reaccreditation Return form
· Annual CPD Return form for the qualifying period and the preceding four years
· Evidence of CPD for the qualifying period in the form of certificates, receipts, invoices, and email verifications from training events attended
· Proof of Professional Indemnity Insurance in the form of a valid certificate
· Confirmation of Professional Will
· Payment of your £120 Metanoia membership fee
